Efiect of the Russian Imvasion Upon

Gireat Lritsin,
Loxpos, Janvary 25,-In the Hou-e of
Commons this atternnon, Nortbeote =aid it
was only this morning 1hat a formal com-
muuication from  Ru-sin eontuaining the
basi of peace was received.
