D.’J. Otiver, a ploreer of 1849 andous of
the best-known citizens of San Fraucisco,
died quite suddenly at his res{dence, on the
corner of Pine and Mason strects, shortly
zfter 11 o'clock last night. The exact
cause of Lhis . death is at predent
not kuosn, though it is supposed to
e an affection of the -heart. 3n
Oliver hiad been in his usual bealth up to
Saturday mnraiug, when he complained of
fecling slightly unvwell. No alarm was feolr,
however, until 9 o'clock last night, when
hie was taken viclently iil, soon wea? intona
state of cofiapse, and breatiod bis lass ad
abonut 11:30 o'clock.,

Mr. Oliver was s native ot Galway, Tre-
iand, in whick town his fsther wes s well-
known merehant, and there the son
his voush until about 20 yenrs of age. l_n
1811 young Oliver coucluded 1o Gy his
fortuncs In Arericaand he sccordingly
sailed for the New World, Arriving in
safety, lie made his home in the city of
New York and engaged intbe paint and
oil trade.
